Before Landing

· Check destination ATIS – if available
· Set Radio Frequencies – as required
· Radio calls – as required
· Instructions to Passenger – if required
· Check Wind / Landing Area – decide on Safe Approach Path
· Some Landing Considerations:

· Surroundings

· Size

· Shape

· Slope

· Surface / Obstructions

· Area Clear and Secure – then land
Shutting Down

· IDLE AT ZERO THROTTLE UNTIL WATER AND OIL TEMP REDUCE FROM  

       OPERATING TEMP (OIL DOWN 10 DEGREES)

· TURN OFF BOTH FUEL SWITCHES

· WHEN ENGINE STOPS TURN OFF FUEL VALVE

· TURN OFF ALL SWITCHES

· DISENGAGE CLUTCH

· REMAIN INSIDE HELICOPTER UNTIL BLADES STOP

· CHECK BEARING TEMPERATURES

· POST FLIGHT CHECK

· Check tailboom bulk head temperature

· Note secondary bearing guage temperature

Note: For safety reasons, DO NOT normally leave aircraft until rotors have stopped turning.  Monitor immediate area to watch for people approaching aircraft.  Keep all persons away from aircraft while rotors are turning!

Remember, Turning BLADES CAN KILL!
